Vilakazi Street Walk & Lunch (±1 hour 30 minutes): Walk along the only street to have 

been home to two Nobel Peace Prize winners – Nelson Mandela and Desmond Tutu. Enjoy a 

traditional South African lunch and explore local craft markets. 

Mandela House (Optional, ±20 minutes): Optional visit to Nelson Mandela’s former home, 

now a museum (entrance fee not included). 

Apartheid Museum – Johannesburg (±2 hours): End the day at the world-renowned 

Apartheid Museum, with interactive exhibits detailing South Africa’s journey from apartheid
